Article 1

(Scope of Contract)

Article 2

(Data Protection)

The Recipient shall undertake to use the data exclusively for the purpose for which they were provided to him, and to not submit them or otherwise disclose them to any third party.

The Recipient may publish or otherwise disclose data to any third party only in the form of results that are protected in line with the instructions provided by the Office. 

Article 3
(Statistical Confidentiality)

Before publishing the analysis the Recipient shall undertake to send the comment to be reviewed by the Office regarding the protection of statistical confidentiality. 

Article 4

(Destruction of Data)

The Recipient shall undertake to destroy all received data after the termination of the contract and within 5 days inform the Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia thereof by writing an email to gp.surs@gov.si.
Article 5

(Penal and Tort Liability)

In respect of any actions related to the data obtained, the Recipient shall bear penal and tort liability in line with the rules governing the penal and tort liability.

Article 6

(Publication)

The Recipient shall undertake to quote the Office as the source of data in any publication of the protected results. 
Article 7

(Restrictions in Data Analysis)

The Recipient is informed that each individual source of data has been prepared for dissemination of statistical data and information on the basis of the Annual Programme of Statistical Surveys; linking various sources of data can result in inconsistent data for a particular observation unit that was not statistically edited. 

The Recipient is informed that the quality of data is satisfactory for the purpose for which they were collected. If the level of presentation is more detailed, the Recipient shall bear all professional responsibility for any misinterpretation of data.

Article 8

(Costs of Preparing the Data)

The Office shall issue an invoice to the Recipient for the service performed which the latter undertakes to pay to the Office account no. 01100-6300 10 99 72 within legal time limits.

Article 9

(Peaceful Resolution of Disputes)

The parties shall undertake to resolve any disputes under this contract by mutual consent. In the case of failing to find an agreement, the Court in Ljubljana shall be competent for their resolution.
Article 10

(Validity of Contract)

This Contract is produced in two equal copies, of which each signatory receives one.  

The Contract shall enter into force upon its signing by both parties.
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
