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In 2009, Data Protection Committee meetings were attended only by SORS’s employees (two subject-matter specialists, a statistical methodology expert, a legal expert and a dissemination expert). 

The Data Protection Committee met 26 times (44% more meetings were held than in 2008) and discussed 177 items (27% more than in 2008). The increased number of meetings indicates the need for rapid response to the questions and requests posed by external users of statistical data and the questions posed by SORS’s employees. The increased number of matters discussed is the result of the requests of Slovene users, foreign users and SORS’s employees.

47% of the discussed items were requests by foreign researchers for access to microdata, 27% were requests by Slovene researchers for access to microdata, 15% were opinions and proposals of the Data Protection Committee and 11% were requests for sensitive tables, for individual data and for own data by reporting units. 
The main characteristic in 2009 in providing microdata was full enforcement of remote access. This complex and financially and organisationally very demanding method of providing data justified the expectations of users and in the first year proved to be an important alternative to microdata access in SORS’s “secure room”. 
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
