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PREDGOVOR

Statisti¢ni letopis Republike Slovenije je osrednja in najobseZnejsa
publikacija Statisti¢nega urada RS. Redno izhaja od leta 1964, od leta
1994 pa izhaja v dvojezi¢ni obliki, kot slovensko-angleska publikacija.
Namenjen je najsirSemu krogu uporabnikov doma in po svetu. V njem
prikazujemo izsledke rednih in obc¢asnih statisti¢nih raziskovanj, ki jih
izvajajo Statisti¢ni urad RS in drugi pooblasceni izvajalci statisti¢cnih
raziskovanj, povzemamo pa tudi podatke nekaterih drugih ustanov

Statisticni urad RS namenja posebno skrb metodoloskemu
posodabljanju statisticnih raziskovanj in statisticnemu izrazju, hkrati
pa oboje prilagaja vsebinskim spremembam v druzbi in gospodarstvu.
Pri usklajevanju in razvijanju novih metodologij ustvarjalno sodeluje z
Eurostatom, statisti¢nim uradom Evropske unije, z Evropsko centralno
banko, z Evropsko agencijo za okolje in z drugimi evropskimi
ustanovami, z ustreznimi uradi Organizacije zdruzenih narodov ter s
statistiénimi uradi drugih drZav. Z uporabo mednarodnih statisti¢nih
standardov skrbi za mednarodno primerljivost izkazanih podatkov. Vse
novosti na statisticnem podrocju so upostevane tudi v vsakoletni izdaji
Statisti¢nega letopisa.

Statisti¢ni letopis Republike Slovenije 2011 je Ze 50. izdaja te
publikacije. Prinasa samostojna, vsebinsko zaokroZena poglavja s
podatki za celotno Slovenijo. Zgradba poglavij je tradicionalna:
zacCenjajo se z metodoloskimi pojasnili (v njih so navedeni viri in nacini
zbiranja statistiénih podatkov, najnujnej$a pojasnila za pravilno
razumevanje objavljenih podatkov in statisticne definicije pojmov),
nadaljujejo se s tabelarnim delom, konc¢ajo pa se obi¢ajno z graficnim
prikazom. Pri vecini poglavij so v zacetni tabeli objavljeni podatki za
daljse ¢asovne vrste.

Statisti¢ne regije, ob¢ine in mestna naselja so predstavljeni s podatki v
posebnih poglavjih z naslovi: Pregled po statisti¢nih regijah, Pregled po
obcinah, Pregled po mestnih obmodjih. Sledi Mednarodni pregled; v
njem lahko Slovenijo primerjamo z drugimi drzavami ¢lanicami
Evropske unije.

V tokratni izdaji Statisti¢nega letopisa so vsi podatki, ki se prikazujejo
po Standardni Kklasifikaciji dejavnosti, prvi¢ prikazani po novi razlicici
—po SKD 2008.

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Statistical Yearbook of the Republic of Slovenia is the central and the
most comprehensive publication of the Statistical Office of the
Republic of Slovenia, which has been published regularly since 1964,
since 1994 as a Slovene-English publication. It is intended for the
widest circle of users both in Slovenia and abroad, bringing results of
statistical surveys carried out by the Statistical Office and authorised
producers of national statistics as well as summarised data of some
other institutions.

The Statistical Office devotes special attention to methodological
modernisation of statistical surveys and to statistical terminology and
harmonises both to changes in the society and economy. In
harmonising and developing new methodologies we co-operate with
the Statistical Office of the European Union (Eurostat), the European
Central Bank, the European Environment Agency and other
European institutions, offices of the United Nations and statistical
offices of other countries. By using international statistical standards
we provide international comparability of data. All novelties within
statistical fields are also taken into account in every edition of the
Statistical Yearbook.

Statistical Yearbook of the Republic of Slovenia 2011 is the
50t issue of this publication bringing independent chapters with data
on Slovenia. The structure of chapters is traditional: each chapter
starts with methodological explanations — describing sources and
methods of data collection, some essential explanations that help users
understand the data correctly, and some basic definitions of terms
used —, continues with the tabular part and usually ends with charts.
In most chapters the first table shows data for longer time series.

Statistical regions, municipalities and urban settlements are shown
in special chapters, i.e. Review by Statistical Regions, Review by
Municipalities and Review by Urban Areas. They are followed by
the International Review, which enables the comparison of data on
Slovenia with those of other EU Member States.

All data relating to the standard classification of activities in this
edition of the Statistical Yearbook are for the first time published
according to the new version of the Standard Classification of
Activities — SKD 2008.
